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Granulocytic sarcoma or chloroma is an uncommon sofft tissue tumor usually associated with
some hematologic diseases. This tumor sometimes is misdiagnosed as malignant lymphoma or other
soft tissue tumors. The tumor has good response to radiotherapy and chemotherapy.
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
