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Venipuncture-related allergy can be occurred in any steps of blood collection procedure.
Generally, the possible causes of allergy are equipment and medical agents used in the
procedure. Both practitioner and recipient of the venipuncture can get allergy. The allergy
related to the medical agent are mainly due fo the antiseptic using in the venipuncture procedure
as the alcohol and povidone-iodine. Concerning the medical equipment - related allergy, allergy
to the venipuncture equipment and supportive equipment are mentioned. As for the supportive
equipment, adhesive plaster can be occasionally detected. While, the three venipuncture
equipment as gloves, needle and syringe are also mentioned. Needle allergy is a totally unwanted
complication of venipuncture to the patient. Considering the phlebotomists, gloves and syringe
allergies can be observed. Most of the previous described allergies presented as contact
urticaria. Latex allergy is an important symptom for these healthcare workers in the present
day. Although all described allergies is not frequently detected but awareness is important.
Selection of allergen free instrument for venipuncture practice is recommended. Also, history

taking of the patient to the possible allergy should also be performed in every venipuncture.
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
