Vasectomy programme at Chulalongkorn Hospital for the
general public was initiated in 1976 and up to 1980 a total
of 6,648 cases were carried out.

The programme provided a type of complete service in which
a general publicity stressing the social factors were also provided.
In addition a new operative technique was also introduced and

carefully followed up.

The result of vasectomy at Chulalongkorn Hospital during
the 5 year period showed a failure of 0.5% which needed reopera-
tion. About 3.2% had mild postoperative infaction not requiring
antibiotics, and 0.6 % requiring antibiotic treatment. Mild bleeding
and echymosis of the scrotum occurred in 2 % and about 0.17%
needed a second operation for the removal of blood clot. Com-
plications necessitating admission occurred in 0.1 % of the patients
whose subsequent treatments were financed completely by the
programme fund.
